Redistricting Criteria as Adopted by California Voters

The commission must use the following criteria, in this order of priority, to draw the new maps:

e Population equality

e Compliance with the federal Voting Rights Act (VRA)

e Contiguity

e Geographic integrity of any city, county, city and county, local neighborhood, or local community
of interest

e Compactness, to the extent practicable given the higher criteria

e Nesting, to the extent practicable given the higher criteria

e No consideration of incumbents’ or candidates’ residences

e No favoring or discrimination against political parties, incumbents, or candidates
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
